chemical symbol

compound 
A substance made up of atoms of two or more elements, 
strongly joined together. 

element 
A substance that cannot be broken down into other 
substances. 

molecule A group of two or more atoms, strongly joined together. 

Periodic Table 
A table of all the elements, in which elements with similar 

properties are grouped together. 
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
